Acting Chair Carmody opened the meeting at 7:15.
PUBLIC HEARING
There were 2 items on the agenda:

The first application is from Owner Tim Gyurovits/Applicant Keith Tuzzullo: who are seeking a 24-ft side yard setback variance for a proposed deck at 7 School Road

Mr. Keith Tuzzulo, representing the owner, explained to the Board that they were looking to extend a previously approved side yard setback variance in order to add a deck to the newly constructed addition.  He noted that the project will be 24 – 25 feet from the property line, so that actual variance needed is only 11 feet.
The 2nd application is from Owner/Applicant Lois Griffin: who is seeking a 16-ft side yard setback variance for a proposed deck at 1 Sky Terrace.

Mrs. Griffin is being represented by her daughter, Lee Szydlowski.
MINUTES

The Board reviewed the minutes from the April 3, 2010 meeting.  

Board member Mahan made the motion that the Board approves the minutes from the February 4, 2010 meeting as submitted. 2nd by Board member Person.  All agreed.
Discussion/Resolution

Acting Chairman Carmody opened the Public Hearing for both applications at 7:20 PM and he asked CEO Hebert for confirmation that the actual variance needed  for School Road is 11 feet.

7 School Road

Mr. Tuzzulo noted to the Board that the applicant had added 2 feet of length to the rear of deck – this is a change to the plan submitted; it does not affect the variance request.
Mr. McCartney, the next door neighbor sharing the property line upon which the variance request has been made, indicated that he has no objections to the variance request.

As there were no further comments from the public regarding 7 School Road, Acting Chair Carmody closed the Public Hearing at 7:25 PM.
1 Sky Terrace
Ms. Szydlowski explained that there is an existing deck and screened-in porch that Mrs. Griffin would like to extend by 10 feet. She indicated the existing deck just meets the setback requirements.

CEO Hebert rebutted that the current deck does not meet the required setback requirements; the edge of the house is only 22 feet and 1 inch from the property line. He suggested the Board combine the existing deck and proposed deck together in the variance request to bring everything into compliance - eight (8) feet for the existing deck, plus the 10 feet for the proposed deck brings the project to within 4 feet of the property line.  CEO Hebert also noted to the Board that, as per Village Zoning Law, no accessory structure can be closer than 5 feet from a property line – the proposed deck, as planned, would be within 4 feet of the property line 

Acting Chair Carmody asked if there is an empty lot next door.  Yes – it is a wooded lot.

Atty. Reilly asked if the Bldg. Dept. had any information on the existing deck in the property records.  Mr. Hebert answered “no”.  Ms. Szydlowski indicated that the plans she has in her possession show the deck.

Acting Chair Carmody noted he would like to see the Building Dept’s property file for this address and proposed tabling the application until the Board could review the file.  All agreed.

Chairman Carmody returned to the 7 School Road application and read the local CAC report into the record – see attached.

It was noted that no Albany County Planning Board review was needed for this application.

Atty. Reilly confirmed that the variance required for 7 School Road is only 11 feet.

Board member Mahan made the motion that based on the local CAC report  the Board finds that the proposed variance would have no negative environmental impact. 2nd by Board member Person.  All agreed. 

Acting Chair Carmody reviewed the balancing test questions for this application with the Board – see attached.
1. All indicated “No.”

2. All indicated “Yes.”

5. All indicated “Yes.”

Board Member Person made the motion that the requested side yard setback variance of 11 feet be approved because it matches the existing variance for the previous addition to the house. 2nd by Board member Mahan.  All agreed. Motion passed unanimously.
