Acting Chair Scharl Gray opened the meeting at 7:05.

MEETING
There were 2 items on the agenda.  
1.) The hearing is a Site Plan Review for an application for an increase in the number of vendors allowed for the Farmers’ Market held at the First United Methodist Church, 68 Maple Avenue.
Mrs. Luci gave the Board an overview of the planned changes for the Farmers’ Market.  She indicated that they would like to be able to host more vendors.
Vice Chair Gray reopened the Public Hearing for this application at 7:07 PM.  There were no comments from the public for this application.
Board member Bates reiterated his concern for parking along Maple Avenue.  Mrs. Luci indicated she hoped to be able to place more signage to alert motorists that the Farmers’ Market was in progress.  Board member Gordinier noted for the record that Mrs. Luci should be sure that the signs made it clear that this was a church function.
After a review of the Albany County Planning and local CAC reports (see attached), Board member Gordinier made the motion that, based on the recommendations of the local CAC, the Board makes a negative declaration for SEQR.  Seconded by Board member Bates.  All agreed.  
There was brief discussion regarding the location of the new vendors and if the entertainment area would cause a bottle-neck effect in the flow of shopper traffic.

As there was no further discussion regarding the application Board member Garrity made the motion that the Board approves the request to allow an additional 5 vendors to the Farmers’ Market at the Methodist Church.  2nd by Board member Gordinier.  All agreed.  Motion passed unanimously.

The second item was an informal presentation by Craig Gordinier regarding the proposed subdivision of his property on Pleasant Street.
Mr. Craig Gordinier informed the Board that he would like to subdivide his property at 45 Pleasant Street into 2 lots.  He will need to go before the ZBA for a variance for the lot on which the current house will remain.  Although the lot would be substandard it will still be larger than other current lots on the street.  
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The Board reviewed the minutes from the November 10, 2009, meeting.  It was noted that a correction was needed for the time of the close of the meeting.
Alternate Board member Logan made the motion that the Board accepts the minutes from the November 10, 2009 meeting as corrected.  2nd by Board member Garrity.  All in attendance at that meeting approved.

At 7:40 PM Board member Garrity made the motion that the Board adjourns the meeting.  2nd by Board member Prendergast.  All approved.
