Chairman Georgia Gray opened the meeting at 7:05.

MEETING
There were 2 items on the agenda.  
1.) The first is a continuation of a hearing for a Site Plan Review for an application from Craig and Lorra Gordinier for a 2-lot minor subdivision of the property located at 45 Pleasant Street. Reference SBL 72.07-2-5 of the Village of Voorheesville tax map.
Board member Gordinier recused himself as he is related to the applicant.
Craig Gordinier reviewed for Chairman Gray information regarding his variance for parcel #2 and noted that he did speak with the Mayor about the hammerhead turn-around that was a condition of his variance approval. H indicated he is seeking the Board’s approval of the subdivision and can then go ahead with the perk test once the ground has thawed and dried out some.   
Atty. Reilly explained the issue with the Albany County Planning Board’s decision.  Chairman Gray reviewed the local CAC comments with the Board.  Board member Scharl made the motion that the Board finds that the subdivision as proposed would have no negative environmental impact. 2nd by Board member Bates, All approved (Brd member Gordinier abstaining).
As there was no further discussion by the Board, Board member Bates made the motion that the Board approves the minor subdivision of 45 Pleasant Street with the condition that the applicant receives Albany County Health Department approval for a septic system prior to any building permit being issues. 2nd by alternate member Logan.  All agreed (Brd member Gordinier abstaining).  Motion passed unanimously.
Chair Gray closed the Public Hearing for this application at 7:20 PM.  
2.) The second item is a conceptual Major subdivision presentation from Jim Cillis regarding his property located off Crow Ridge Road.
Harold Berger spoke on behalf of Mr. Cillis and gave an overview, with maps, of a proposed 11-lot subdivision, which would include a cul-de-sac and 3 flag lots.  He noted that the development was planned around the property and homes would be placed in the most desirable areas and that the stream and protected slopes have been taken in to consideration.  The subdivision would have 350 feet of new road for the cul-de-sac and 50 feet for the key lots.  The corner lots have been upsized as per the Zoning regulations.  It was noted that Mr. Cillis would like access to the municipal sewer system for the subdivision.
