Chairman Georgia Gray opened the meeting and Public Hearing at 7:05.

MEETING
There was 1 item on the agenda.  
1.) The hearing is for a Site Plan Review for an application from Troy Miller (representing Harold Veeder) for a 2-lot minor subdivision of the property located at 4 Prospect Street. Reference SBL 72.7-2-1 of the Village of Voorheesville tax map.
Troy Miller, representing property owner Harold Veeder, explained Mr. Veeder is asking for a 2-lot subdivision of his property, as opposed to the 6-lot subdivision that was originally presented to the Board earlier, because he is ready to sell his home and would like to put it on the market in the very near future.  The house will be located on the smaller of the 2 lots.  He indicated he still has a contract with Mr. Veeder for the possible sale of the larger lot to him for future subdivision.  
Chairman Gray asked how many lots are being considered for the future subdivision of the larger lot.  Mr. Miller indicated the perk tests by Albany County will determine how many lots can go on the larger parcel.

It was noted that subdivision of the larger parcel could require a major subdivision application.

John Reilly, a resident on Bloomer Road, inquired about the subdivision of the larger parcel.  Atty Reilly noted that the subdivision of the larger parcel was not a part of the application before the Board, which is only considering the request for a 2-lot minor subdivision.
Atty. Reilly also noted for the record that John Reilly is his brother.

Board member Gordinier noted that the Final Plat requirements ask for a statement from Albany County DOH regarding the ability of the lots to accommodate a septic system.  He indicated that this requirement didn’t make sense for this application (one lot already has an approved septic, the other is over 5 acres in size) and suggested Mr. Miller request a waiver of this requirement when he submits his final plat.

Chairman Gray closed the Public Hearing at 7:20 PM.
Chairman Gray indicated that the recommendations from Albany County Planning Board were not available.  Atty. Reilly noted it was okay to wait to confirm there are no concerns but noted that the local CAC report is required for approval of the sketch plan.

Chairman Gray read the local CAC report into the record – see attached.
Based on the findings of the CAC, Board member Scharl made the motion that the Board finds that there will be no negative environmental impact resulting from this proposed minor subdivision.  2nd by Board member Gordinier.  All agreed.  Motion passed unanimously.
As there was no further discussion by the Board, Board member Garrity made the motion that the Board approve the sketch plan for the minor subdivision of 4 Prospect Street as proposed.  2nd by Board member Scharl.  All agreed.  Motion passed unanimously.
