Chairman Georgia Gray opened the meeting and Public Hearings at 7:03.

MEETING
There were 3 items on the agenda.  
1.) The first hearing is for Final Plat approval submitted by Troy Miller (representing Harold Veeder) for a 2-lot minor subdivision of the property located at 4 Prospect Street. Reference SBL 72.7-2-1 of the Village of Voorheesville tax map.
Rick Miller, representing Troy Miller indicated that the second lot would be known as 6 Prospect as per the 911 designation.  He indicated the request for the waiver of the septic approval by Albany County DOH had been submitted and he was seeking approval of the final plat plan for the subdivision.

CEO Hebert confirmed that everything was in order and that that the application meets all requirements.
There was no public comment on this application.  Chair Gray closed the public hearing for this application at 7:08 PM.

Board member Gordinier made the motion that the board makes a negative declaration for SEQR for the minor subdivision application for 4 Prospect Street.  2nd by board member McMillen.  All approve.  Motion passed unanimously.

Board member Scharl made the motion that the board approves the Final Plat for the subdivision of 4 Prospect Street. 2nd by board member Bates.  All approved.  Motion passed unanimously.
2.) The second hearing is for an application submitted by Barry Gasparro for a Site Plan Review to allow an auto business to be located at 20 Village Auto Lane.  Reference Section 72.08, Block 3, Lot 14 of the Village of Voorheesville Tax Map.

Mr. Gasparro explained to the board that he has had his business located in shared space on Pine Street.  His lease was ending and the space at 20 Village Auto Lane was available so he would like to relocate his business.  The space had previously been an auto repair business and a machine shop.  He is leasing now with the possibility of purchasing at a later date.  It is the same business he has had, he is simply relocating.

He indicated that he will have a sign on the front and side of the building and eventually out front by the road.

Board member Gordinier asked if he would autos for sale.  Mr Gasparro indicated he would not be selling automobiles at this time, but it could be a possibility in the future.  Mr. Gordinier suggested Mr. Gasparro check with the Building Inspector regarding the amount of sq. footage allowed for total signage and to discuss the possibility of a cluster sign out near the road.

When asked about parking Mr. Gasparro noted that cars will be parked in the rear of the business within the fenced area.  He indicated that the front area would be used for drop-off vehicles only.  Board member Gordinier noted that the double roadway must be maintained for emergency vehicles.

The Board reviewed the local CAC report – see attached
As there were no public comments regarding this application Chair Gray closed the public Hearing at 7:23 PM.

Board member Scharl made the motion that the board finds that the application will have no negative environmental impact. 2nd by board member Bates.  All agree.  Motion passed unanimously.

Board member Gordinier made the motion that the Board approves the application as submitted with the following conditions:

· That the business conforms to all previous restrictions attached to the business of David Gaul

· That any proposed signs are submitted to the Building Inspector, PC Chair and PC attorney for their approval or referral to the PC

· That any automobiles parked “for sale” are restricted to Dave Gaul’s ownership.

2nd by board member McMillen.  All approve.

Motion passed unanimously.

3.) The 3rd hearing is a conceptual presentation submitted by Jason Duncan of Elite Motors for a Site Plan Review to allow an auto repair business to be located at 71 Voorheesville Avenue, Building 1.

Mr. Duncan explained that he runs a small, 2-bay repair shop in a space that was formerly KTM Motors.  It is a business similar to Mr. Gasparro’s.  He noted that he would be seeking permission for additional parking in the rear of the building, space that is not being used and that would not interfere with the flow of traffic.  He indicated that he will be seeking approval at a later date for a sign – but it will not be a detached sign – he would replace the old sign that is on the building.
Board member Gordinier indicated he would have concerns about a request for additional parking in the rear of the building due to its proximity to the creek.

Board member Gordinier made the motion that the Board accepts the minutes from the May 11, 2010 meeting as submitted.  2nd by Board member Scharl.  All approved.
