2.  The official newspaper will be the Spotlight; the Altamont Enterprise will be used as a backup in case of publication date conflicts.

3.  Designation of Depositories 

The official Bank is First Niagara Bank.  The Clerk Treasurer, Deputy Clerk Treasurer and the Mayor are authorized to sign checks.  Only one signature is required for checks for under $10,000.  Two signatures are required for any check of $10,000 or more.

The Clerk Treasurer and the Deputy Clerk Treasurer are authorized to deposit into any other commercial bank and MBIA (Class Investment System) so long as all deposits are properly collateralized and if necessary, third party agreements executed.

WHEREAS the board of trustees has determined that Village Law '4-412(3)(2) requires the designation of banks or trust companies for the deposit of all village monies;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED:

Section 1.  That the board of trustees does hereby designate the following institutions as depositories of all moneys received by the village treasurer, clerk, and receiver of taxes.
Names of Institutions: First Niagara Bank, MBIA 

Section 2.  That this resolution shall take effect immediately.

4. Authorized the Clerk Treasurer to invest surplus funds pursuant to the conditions in the Investment Policy which is hereby re-adopted.

6.  Advance Approval of Claims
WHEREAS the board of trustees has determined to authorize payment in advance of audit of claims for public utility services, postage, freight and express charges, and
WHEREAS such claims shall be presented at the next regular meeting for audit, and

WHEREAS the claimant and officer incurring or approving the same shall be jointly and severally liable for any amount disallowed by the board of trustees,

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED:
Section 1. That the board of trustees authorizes payment in advance of audit of claims for public utility services, postage, freight and express charges and all such claims shall be presented at the next regular meeting for audit and the claimant and officer incurring or approving the same shall be jointly and severally liable for any amount disallowed by the board of trustees.  

Section 2. That this resolution shall take effect immediately.

7. Attendance at Schools and Conferences
WHEREAS there is to be held during the coming official year a) the New York State Conference of Mayors Annual Meeting and Training School; b) the New York State Conference of Mayors and Fall Training School for Fiscal Officers and Municipal Clerks; c) related training schools, d) KVS conference and e) etc., and 

WHEREAS it is determined by the board of trustees that attendance by certain municipal officials and employees at one or more of these meetings, conferences or schools benefits the municipality;
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED: 

Section 1. That officers and employees are hereby authorized to attend the schools listed above.
Section 2. That this resolution shall take effect immediately.

8. Pay all employees on a bi-weekly or monthly basis as appropriate.

9. Board approval is needed to hire non-village residents for employment.

10. To operate the Youth and Recreation Commission in conjunction with the Voorheesville Central School District as in prior years, if necessary.
