The Mayor opened the public hearing at 6:00pm.
The Mayor noted that the tax increase was less than 5%, $.05 which is about $10 per year for the average household.
All services are in place, our summer program will continue for the children as well as adult tennis and basketball.  
Employees of the Village will receive a 2% salary increase, although Judge Connolly has waived any increase.

The Mayor reported that he expects our revenue from Albany County for sales tax will hold steady.  There are no major projects planned except for the expansion of Sewer District 1 which will be paid for by the new users in the district.

It was also reported that some reserve accounts will be added to this year, for vehicles and buildings.  In the future the Clerk Treasurer would like to set up a reserve account for retiree benefits.

Mr. Garvey asked about the line on the budget for “Railroad Infrastructure” assuming it was an expenditure, it was noted that this is a small amount of income received from the state.  He also asked if the Village would consider molasses instead of salt during the winter.  It was again explained that we do not have the proper equipment and the expense to purchase that equipment would not be in the best interest of the Village.

A motion was made by Deputy Mayor Hotaling to close the budget hearing at 6:25pm, second by Trustee Cardona.  All voted in favor.
A motion was made by Trustee Berger to pay abstract 11 for $6549.13, second by Trustee Cardona.  All voted in favor.
