· Fire Chief Papa delivered the list of 2010 Fire Dept. officers who will be sworn in at the Installation Dinner on January 30, 2010

· Noted that a risk assessment was done at the Chiefs’ meeting and submitted a report to the Board

· Reported that 13 new, Class A helmets are needed, the current ones are old and have recently been recalled by the manufacturer, the cost is approximately $200 per helmet.

· Asst Chief Gannon reported that he is working on a grant application for a new fire truck.  DPW Supt. Smith passed along information regarding an Dept of State Inter-municipal Grant opportunity.  Mr. Gannon explained that they have been in contact with the New Salem Fire Dept and it has been agreed that the request will be for a new truck, with the intent to expand the 2 depts mutual aid agreement, as New Salem lacks coverage during daytime hours.  He noted that New Salem is not a hydrant district so the truck will have to be specked differently than originally thought.  The grant is a 90% reimbursement grant, with a $200,000 request cap per district.
· Jevan Dollard noted that he was in attendance as a learning experience for his high school government class.

· Pat Snyder asked about information on the upcoming March election.
