· Mentioned that she spoke to a resident of Crescent Court who wanted the Village to pay for a survey marker removed 10 years ago by the street light contractor, he was declined.

· Reported that a building permit was issued for a new home at 11 N. Main St.

Report of Superintendent of Public Works William Smith 
· Noted the annual water flushing will take place May 10-13 and May 17-20 from 9am to 2pm.  A notice has been sent to the Spotlight for printing and has been posted on the Village’s website.  This warns the residents of possible discolored water.
· Reported that DPW has purchased a generator for $400 for the garage using a government surplus program.
· Trustee Berger passed along compliments on the brush pickup that has taken place so far.
Items from the Mayor
· Gave condolences to the families of: Tim Finnegan, Marilyn Roman and Lydia Tobler
· Noted appreciation to those who voted in the recent Village election.
Old Business

· Noted that fireworks have returned to the Memorial Day festivities.
· After discussion, Trustee Cardona offered to reinstate water rights to Robert Hengerer for property on Picard Road once all back fees are paid with interest and a $1500 access fee is collected.  The homeowner is responsible for reaching the water main (per Village specs) and getting permit approvals and easements from neighbors and Albany County.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Stevens,  motion passed.  A letter will be sent to Mr. Hengerer.
New Business

· Requests were taken from Mr. Ding-a-Ling and Art in the Park for vendor permits for 2010.  Trustee Berger offered to approve the 2 permits,  seconded by Trustee Cardona, motion passed.

· Karen Finnessey has agreed to attend the next meeting for the Capital District Solid Waste Planned Unit Recycling Committee, which will be held on May 6.

· There was a brief discussion of a request for sewer access from Serenity Land Development for 11 new homes on Crow Ridge Road.  It was decided that there is no availability on the current system based on the most recent study conducted.  
· The Mayor noted that 2 members are needed for the CAC, Patricia Snyder may be interested.
Report of Village Office – Linda Pasquali
· Asked for approval of Abstract 11 in the amount of $148,293.94.  Trustee Cardona made the motion that the Board approves the payment of Abstract 11 in the amount of $148,293.94, seconded by Trustee Berger.  All in favor approved.  Motion passed.
