Report of Trustee Richard Berger 
· A Draft contract will be presented to the VAAS (Voorheesville Area Ambulance) for review

· Reported that the men’s over 40 basketball league will be starting soon under the direction of Frank Crisafulli.

· Reported that the Village received $19300 from the ambulance company from revenue recovery.  The hope is that they begin to cover the contract amount.    
· Mentioned that a skateboard committee will be meeting soon.

Report of Deputy Mayor William Hotaling  
· Reported that the ZBA approved an 11-ft. side yard setback variance for 7 School Road and tabled a variance request fro 1 Sky Terrace at their June meeting.
· The planning commission gave final approval for a 2-lot subdivision at 4 Prospect St, approved a new auto repair business at 20 Village Auto Lane, and tabled another auto repair application until the July meeting.
· Thanked everyone for support of the Memorial Day festivities, a good crowd this year.

· Reported on the pricing of E1 grinder pumps for the new extension to the sewer system.
Report of Village Attorney – Anne-Jo McTague  
· Noted that 16 easements were prepared for the sewer expansion, awaiting information from the Methodist Church and parsonage.
· Reported that the proposed changes to the contract with the VAAS (Ambulance) include revenue recovery reporting and a quarterly billing system from the VAAS to the Village.
