Others:  Steve Burke, Rich Straut, Robin Shufelt, Kate Odell, Denise Garrah and Fire Chief Frank Papa
Fire Chief Papa presented the Board, for their review, the 2009 service hours roster for the LOSAP program.

Mayor Conway explained to the members of the Voorheesville Area Volunteer Ambulance that the Village’s auditors had expressed concerns that the Village was not receiving appropriate documentation from the ambulance as stipulated in the contract agreement.  Robin Shufelt indicated that the ambulance squad’s Annual Report for last year should have been submitted to the Village. As it had not been received, she indicated that they would get a copy over to us.  She also noted that they now have someone who is cataloging their calls by Village/Town.  It was explained that to go back and do this for prior years would be too labor intensive, thus it was agreed upon that the Village will receive these reports from this point forward.  

Resident Steve Burke asked the Board about the possibility of tapping onto the Village’s water system for a possible development of his land, located on Altamont Road.  His lot is approximately 1000 feet from the end of the Village’s main.  The Board explained the process Mr. Burke would need to take – that a water district would have to be set up by the Town.  The Mayor also informed Mr. Burke that he had recently asked his fellow Board members to consider a moratorium on supplying water to properties outside the Village until the Board can talk with the Town about new development, look again at our system and what it could handle, and make a plan for any future expansion of our system outside the Village.  It was noted that several new developments have been given approval, but have not moved forward.  It was also noted that care must be taken, as there are developments within the Village that will also need service.  It was decided the first course of action would be for Mr. Burke to submit a written request to the Board.

Trustee Stevens noted that perhaps the Colonie Country Club project needs to be given a time-frame for their approval, as it has been so long since they received approval but they have not yet begun the project.
The Mayor noted that he had spoken briefly with Supervisor Dolin about the possibility of a water District for the Orchard Park neighborhood.

Atty. McTague presented Resolution #1 of 2010 – Sale of the Prospect Street Property – to the Board for their approval.

Trustee Berger set forth the motion that the Board approves of Resolution # 1 of 2010 for the Sale of the Village’s Prospect Street property.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Cardona.  Trustee Cardona, Trustee Berger and Trustee Stevens all approved. Deputy Mayor Hotaling was absent for this vote.

Atty McTague also presented the Board with ad copy for the sale of the Prospect Street property for their approval of its publication.  

Atty. McTague presented the Board with Resolution #2 of 2010 – Appropriation of Funds for the Purchase of a Backhoe.

Trustee Cardona set forth the motion that the Board approves of Resolution # 2 of 2010 for the Appropriation of Funds for the purchase of a backhoe for DPW.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Stevens.  Trustee Cardona, Trustee Berger and Trustee Stevens all approved. Deputy Mayor Hotaling was absent for this vote.

Mayor Conway appointed Kathy Martin to the CAC to complete the term of James Preston who had moved from the Village (4/13) and Karen Finnessey as Registrar for another 4 year term (1/14).

The Board briefly discussed the request from the Rothbergs to plan a fundraising event to upgrade the equipment in Scotch Pine Park.  They would like the Rothbergs to come to the next regular Board mtg. to discuss the matter.

It was noted that the annual stipend for the ZBA and Planning Commission had been overlooked in December.  It was agreed that the stipend should be paid in January.
It was noted that our supply of replacement recycling bins is getting low and new ones need to be ordered.  It was agreed that 200 new bins should be ordered.

Deputy Mayor Hotaling arrived at 6:45 PM.

There was discussion regarding the billing of a single meter to bill the Town of New Scotland for the proposed new water districts.  Superintendent Dolin noted that use of the single meter would have the district’s residents reaching the Village’s minimum usage at an accelerated rate and that most of the water used will be billed at the highest rate possible.  It was suggested that the minimum usage could be adjusted based on the number of homes in the district.  No conclusion was reached and it was agreed that the Board would have to discuss this further.
Trustee Cardona put forth the motion that the Board approves the payment of Abstract 8 in the amount of $25,826.11.  Seconded by Trustee Stevens.  All approved.

At 7:10 PM, Trustee Berger made the motion, seconded by Trustee Stevens, that the Board adjourn the workshop meeting.  All agreed.
