Others:  Steve Schreiber, Philippa Stasiuk (The Enterprise)
There was discussion regarding declaring as surplus a plow blade that went with a 1986 dump truck, which was sold as surplus several years ago.  The current owner of that truck would like to purchase the plow blade. 
Trustee Berger noted that Parking Officer Pierro has informed him that he has issued several warning parking tickets, but only one actual ticket so far this winter season.  He also noted that there was a call regarding a stray dog with no collar or other means of identification that showed up at a home on Grandview Terrace.  The town would not respond to the call.  Trustee Berger noted he spoke with Darrell Duncan, who was unavailable on the day the dog was found.  It was again agreed that the Town and The Village would respond together in situations where the dog is acting aggressively, or has no collar and they can decide together if the Town would take the dog or not.  Trustee Berger also reported that Fire Chief Papa would attend the 7:00 meeting to discuss the replacement of helmets for the fire department.  Many of the helmets currently in use are being recalled, but because of their age, the manufacturer in not replacing them, therefore new ones must be purchased.  He also noted that in-house repairs had been made to truck 3511, which saved several thousands of dollars and rendered the truck usable once again.  Trustee Berger reported that he had not yet received any reports from the Ambulance and will follow up on that request.
Trustee Stevens reported he spoke with Superintendent Dolin regarding the implementation of a time limit on the Village’s approval of supplying water to the Colonie Country Club development.  The Village had agreed to this several years ago, yet no construction has begun.  The Board reviewed a draft of a letter to be sent to Supt. Dolin on this issue.  
Trustee Stevens made the motion that the Board agrees with the content of the letter regarding a time limit of 1 year (as of 2/1/10) on the promise of supplying water to the Colonie Country Club development and that the letter be forwarded to Supt Dolin.  Deputy Mayor Hotaling seconded the motion.  All agreed.  Motion passed unanimously.
Deputy Mayor Hotaling noted the Methodist church was going before the ZBA and Planning Commission to request an increase in the number of promotional signs and an increase to the number of participating vendors.  There was brief discussion regarding the concerns over parking on Maple Avenue.
The Mayor noted an email from Mr Shamburg on Maple Ave expressing concern over the runoff from the cluster development during the recent hard rain.  The project’s engineer addressed the issue and will be meeting with the contractor to review the situation.

It was noted by Supt PW Bill Smith that the Village did not have any problems due to flooding from the prior day’s hard rains.

Atty. McTague reported that she is investigating the best way to take possession of the Munks property on Altamont Road, either through back taxes or eminent domain.
Mr. Steve Schreiber asked about the status of the website.  Clerk Treasurer Pasquali reported that the new webmaster had recently emailed her that the site was about to go live and that the new site should be able to provide the information about which Mr. Schreiber had inquired.
There was brief discussion regarding some ambulance issues and brief discussion regarding a local organization that has offered to possibly pay for fireworks for Memorial Day weekend.
