The Mayor opened the meeting at 6:01 PM.
There was discussion regarding the sale of water to outside users and the need to look at any possible new development with the Town of New Scotland so that the Village would have a better idea of what other possible requests for water districts may arise in the future.  The Mayor also noted that there are several current neighborhoods in the Town that are located near our current water system and may benefit from being serviced by the Village and that these are of interest due to the fact that supplying them with water would not contribute to further development possibilities.

The Mayor asked the Board for a motion to place a moratorium on the sale of water to outside users, with the exception of those to whom water has already been promised (Colonie Country Club, Catherine Froman and David Moreau) for at least a 6 month time period.  Deputy Mayor Hotaling suggested that there be no time limit, that the moratorium be open-ended.  He also suggested that Will Smith, Supt. of Public Works contact NYSDEC to see if there are any new regulations regarding moratoriums.
Deputy Mayor Hotaling made the motion that the Board place a moratorium on the sale of water to outside users, with the exception of those already promised water - Colonie Country Club, Catherine Froman and David Moreau.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Berger.  Those in attendance all agreed.  Motion was passed unanimously.

Trustee Cardona asked the Board if they were willing to host the Men’s Basketball League again this coming summer.  It was agreed that the Village would do so, as long as all waivers are signed and on-file at the Office.
At 6:52 Trustee Cardona made the motion, with a second from Deputy Mayor Hotaling, that the Board adjourn the meeting.  All agreed.

At 6:55 the meeting was reopened as Clerk Treasurer noted that Resolution #3 of 2010 needed to be reviewed prior to the regular Board meeting of February 23.

Atty. McTague presented the Board with Resolution # 3 of 2010 – Fire House Inter-municipal Grant Application – that the Board acknowledges the application and approves of its submission by the Fire House to obtain funding for a new fire truck.
Trustee Cardona offered to approve Resolution #3 of 2010 and allow the Fire Department to go forward with an inter-municipal grant application for funds for a new fire truck.  2nd by Trustee Berger.  All in attendance agreed.  Motion was passed unanimously.
At 7:00 Trustee Berger made the motion, with a second from Trustee Cardona, that the Board adjourn the meeting.  All agreed.
