The Mayor opened the meeting at 6:10 PM.
Mr Bossolini spoke to the Board regarding the installation of the sewer line for the planned development at 101 Maple Avenue.  He explained that NYSDOT would like the line to be run outside the ROW.  This can be accomplished with a 15-foot easement (from the front yard property lines) from the residents along the north side of Maple Avenue.
