The Mayor opened the meeting at 6:00PM.
Trustee Berger reported that he had received a report from the ambulance squad indicating the number of calls and if they were in-Village or out-of-Village.  He also noted that the Fire Chief and other officers would be attending the Chiefs’ Convention, that 4 rooms need to be booked and that the Fire House would pay for 2 and the other 2 would come from the Village budget.
Trustee Stevens noted that he had checked on the prices for the Environmental One grinder pumps that will be used for the extended sewer system.
